
Minutes of General Meeting held on 21st February 2011 at Henderson Bar and Grill, Roydon Leisure Park

Present:

Cruising Co-ordination

The Markwell Pavillion had been provisionally booked for the Easter weekend. A deposit has been paid (£90) but this could be repaid if the Hall is cancelled within the next few weeks. A decision will be made at the next committee meeting. If any damage is caused outside or inside during the period of hire the Club would be liable for a payment of £300.

The question was raised as to whether the closing of the River Lea for the Olympic Games would affect the Club’s cruising in the coming year. Lisa Alderman will liaise with BW.

Any Other Business

Although it is understood that some members are forming a new club the Stort Boat Club does not recognise that there is a split.

Lisa Alderman mentioned that there will be a meeting in Stanstead Abbotts Village Hall on Tuesday 1st March to discuss BW’s Mooring Proposals for the Lea & Stort.

The Bank will need to be advised that the Club  now has a new Committee. The Treasurer will contact them and provide the necessary documentation.

It was proposed that subscriptions should remain at £4 per member. This was agreed unanimously.

Expulsion of the 8 members

If members have concerns the Committee should address them openly.

Courtesy should be shown to all boaters.
